7. OPTIONS AND SETTINGS

7.1 Options

Wash Touchpad

Press this touchpad repeatedly to select
"Soil Level" wash programme to be used
for your clothes.

Soil Level: There are 3 soil levels to

choose from,

- w Heavy; for heavily soiled clothes
e.g. very dirty work clothes and
overalls.

- Regular; for everyday soiled items
e.g. family clothes, sheets etc.

- = Light; for lightly soiled clothes, just
to freshen them up.
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@ The "Soil Level" chosen will have an
influence on the wash time of the selected
wash program.

For the same wash programme, Heavy
() will have a longer wash time than
"Regular', and Regular ( ¥7) a longer
wash time than "Light ( )"



Spin Selection Touchpad

Press this touchpad repeatedly to
increase or decrease the spin speed
or select Rinse Hold, if you want your
laundry to be spun at a speed different
from the one proposed by the machine.
- No Spin ( @ )
No spin option eliminates all the spin
phases and increase the number of
rinses.

. Rinse Hold ()
By selecting this option the water of
the last rinse is not emptied out and
the drum turns regularly to prevent the
laundry creases.

The door is still locked to indicate that
the water must be emptied out.

@ The door stays locked with the water in
the drum. To continue the cycle, you must
press >|| (Start/Pause).

Extra Rinse Touchpad (Zg)

This option is recommended for people
who are allergic to detergents, and in areas
where the water is very soft.

Press this touchpad to add two rinse
phases to a programme. The indicator of
this option will be on.

Prewash Touchpad ()

Select this option if you wish your laundry
to be pre-washed before the main wash.
Use this option for heavy soil. The option
increases the programme duration.

When you set this function, put the
detergent into the prewash compartment.

This function increase the programme
duration.

Easy Iron Touchpad (&)

When selecting this option the laundry
is gently washed and spun to avoid
creasing. In this way ironing is easier.

The indicator of this option comes on.

Finish In Touchpad (&)

@ Set this option as last after
programme and other options
selection, otherwise it can be cancelled
if you change some setting.

This option allows choosing the time
within which a programme should
terminate.

The programme end can be postponed
by one 1 hour each tap on the key button,
until a maximum of 24 hours.

The display shows the normal
programme duration alternatively with
the set programme end time (expressed
in hours Oh). The minimum selectable time
corresponds to rounded up hour of the
maximum duration of a programme (e.g.
if the cycle duration lasts 3:15 hours, the
minimum selectable time will be 4h).

After programme start, the door is locked
and the appliance starts the SensiCare
phase. When load estimation ends the
time digit counts down in steps of one
hour and in steps of 1 minute during the
last hour.
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Soak Touchpad ()

This option allows you to soak heavily
soiled clothes and stained items at
the beginning of the wash before main
washing phase.

This option will increase the duration
of the programme selected for about
50 minutes. And uses more water from
normal wash. The process is as follows.

@ Add detergent for "Soak" at the
"Prewash" compartment.

1. Fill water and turn the washing drum
(this takes about 20 minutes).

After press the Start/Pause touchpad,
the machine will start to add water to
the washing drum, which will start to
rotate slowly to dissolve detergent
and evenly distribute clothes.

2. Soak (this takes about 30 minutes).
[ O ]The machine will enter the
process of soaking, The
washing drum will stop and
rotate once in a while in
order to distribute clothes.

3. Once the soaking process complete,
the machine will check the water
level again and will start the selected
programme and continue by using the
same soak water.
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@ If you do not wish to use the soak
water to wash cloth, please follow the
steps below:

1. Press Start/Pause to pause the
washing machine. Then rotate the
programme knob to "Off" to turn off
the machine.

2. Add detergent to the main wash
compartment and select the
programme of your choice. Press
Start/Pause again to start the
selected programme.

The machine will detect and drain
the water in the washing drum out
automatically and fill in water once
again to be used for washing.

@ Use the amount of detergent
recommended for a normal wash cycle.
If desired, use a bleach or a soaking
agent safe for the fabric, by pouring it
into the detergent compartment.




7.2 Settings

Child Lock ( (3)) Option

Your appliance is provided with CHILD
SAFETY LOCK which permits you to leave
the appliance unsupervised with the
door closed without having to worry that
children might be injured by or cause
damage to the appliance.

@ Set this option after pressing the

Start/Pause touchpad.

To set "Child Lock" option:

To activate the function, press and
hold "Extra Rinse" and "Finish In"
touchpad until the display shows the
iCOn woruT o

@ If you press any touchpad while
Child Lock is activated, the icon

"L " will flash on display 3 times
along with buzzer sound.

This function remains enabled even
after the appliance is switched off.

To deactivate the function, press
and hold "Extra Rinse" and "Finish In"
touchpad at the same time until the
display shows the icon "Limil".

Enabling/Disabling End-Of-Wash
Buzzer

This setting permits you to either enable
or disable the buzzer at the end of the
programme. As an example, you might
wish to disable this buzzer when you
start a wash when going to bed, so that
when the wash finished approximately 1
hour later, it will not disturb you through
the night.

@ Error warning beeps such as critical
faults are not disabled.

To disable the buzzer sound, press
"Wash" and "Spin" touchpads at the
same time until the icon " = ZF " will
show on display along with buzzer
sound.

To return to default configuration press
these 2 touchpads at the same until

the icon " =i " will show on display
along with buzzer sound.

7.3 Start/Pause (>||) and Add
Clothes ( <7 ) Touchpad

This touchpad has 2 functions:

1. Start/Pause (>1)

After you have selected the desired
programme and options, press this
touchpad to start the machine. The
Start/Pause pilot light will stop flashing
and remain lit.

If you have selected a "Finish In"
option, the countdown will begin and
will be shown on the display.

To interrupt a programme which is
running, press this touchpad to pause
the machine, the Start/Pause pilot light
flashes.

To restart the programme from the
point at which it was interrupted, press
this touchpad again, the Start/Pause
pilot light will stop flashing.

2. Add Clothes ($7)

@ You can only add clothes when the
icon " % T " shown on the display.

1. Pressing the "Start/Pause" touchpad
to pause the programme.

2. Waqit for the machine to come to a
complete stop before opening the
door (wait for door lock " =@ " icon
to turn off).

3. Add clothing and close the door.

4. Resume the programme by pressing
"Start/Pause" touchpad again.
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8. BEFORE FIRST USE

@ During installation or before first
use you may observe some water in the
machine. This is a residual water left in
the machine after a full functional test
in the factory to ensure the machine

is delivered to customers in perfect
working order and is no cause for
concern.

1. Ensure that the electrical and
water connections comply with the
installation instructions.

2. Put 2 litres of water in the detergent
compartment for washing phase. This
activates the drain system.

3. Select a Cottons cycle, without any
laundry in the machine, to remove any
manufacturing residue from the drum
and tub then start the machine.

9. DAILY USE

9.1 Loading The Laundry

1. Turn the water tap on.

2. Connect the main plug to the main
socket.

3. Turn the knob to set a programme.
The machine will propose a
temperature and automatically select
the spin speed provided for the
programme you have chosen.

The selector knob can be turned
either clockwise or counter-clockwise.

Position "Off" to reset programme/
switching off the machine.

At the end of the programme the
selector knob must be turned to
position "Off", to switch the machine
off.

4. Check and remove objects (if there
are any) that could be trapped in the
fold.
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@ The Figures that take place in this
manual are schematic and may not
correspond exactly with your product.

If the subject parts are not included in
the product you have purchased, then it
is valid for other models.

5. Place the laundry in the drum, one
item at a time, shaking them out as
much as possible. (Refer to chapter
"WASHING HINTS")

6. Close the door.

. Measure out the detergent and the

fabric softener;

- If required, pour fabric softener into
the compartment marked €.

- Close the drawer gently.

If you use thick softeners it is
recommended to dilute with water.

Residues of detergent, softener and
water may remain in the dispenser. It is
recommended to clean the dispenser
regularly to remove any residue.
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9.3 Options Setting

1. If you want your laundry to be spun
or use soil level different from the one
proposed by the machine, press "Spin’
and "Wash" touchpads repeatedly to
change the spin speed and soil level.
Press the option touchpades, if you
want your laundry to be washed with
special functions.

@ Different functions can be combined
which is dependent on the programme
selected.

If an option is not compatible with the
wash programme selected, the symbol
'e=—="will flash on display along with
buzzer sound.

2. If you want to define the end of the
washing programme, press the "Finish
In" touchpad repeatedly to choose
your machine delay time.

9.4 Starting A Cycle (1)

To start a programme, press the Start/
Pause touchpad. The corresponding

pilot light will stop flashing and a default
programme duration will be displayed on
the screen.

After approx. 15 minutes from the start of
a programme:
The appliance will automatically
adjust the selected programme
duration according to the type and
size of the load.

The display will show adjusted
programme duration.

@ If you press any touchpad while a
programme is operating, the symbol
"e==—="will flash on display along with
buzzer sound.

9.5 Interruption Of A Programme
To pause, press Start/ Pause.
The indicator will start flashing.

Press the Start/Pause again.
The programme will continue.



9.6 Changing A Programme

Changing a running programme is
possible only by resetting it.

Turn the programme selector
knob to "Off" position to cancel
the programme and to turn off the
appliance.

Turn the programme selector knob
to the new programme position and
change any available options. Press
"Start/Pause (>]1)" to start the new
programme.

(i) The appliance will not drain the
water. (except programmes; Spin, Rinse
+ Spin)

9.7 Changing The Options

It may be possible to change some of
the options after a wash programme has
started.

1. Press the touchpad Start/Pause. The
indicator will start flashing.

2. If available change the options that
you wish.

3. Press Start/Pause again. The
programme will continue.

9.8 Opening The Door

While a programme or the Finish In is
operating, the appliance door is locked
and the display shows the indicator "=Q".

First, set the machine to PAUSE by
pressing the "Start/Pause" touchpad. Wait
until the door lock indicator goes off,
then the door can be opened.

If the door lock indicator "=@" does not
disappear, this means that the machine
is already heating and the water level is
above the bottom edge of the door or
the drum is turning. In this case the door
CAN NOT be opened. If you need to
open it, you must drain the water to open
the door.

99 At The End Of The Programme

The appliance stops automatically.
The acoustic signal will operate.

The display will show " Enc ",

The indicator of the touchpad Start/
Pause goes off.

Remove the laundry from the
appliance. Make sure that the drum is
empty.

Keep the door partly open, to prevent
mildew and odours.

@ At the end of the programme, the
time remaining can suddenly decrease
from 7 minutes or less to O due to the
overestimated total programme time
during the load sensing phase. In some
cases (with perfectly balanced load)
the programme time can be shorter
than the time estimated after the load
sensing phase is completed. This is a
normal behaviour of the machine and
not a cause for concern as it does not
compromise its performance.

9.10 When The Washing Programme
Is Completed, But There Is
Water In The Drum

(Option "Rinse Hold " is used.)

The drum turns regularly to prevent the
creases in the laundry.

The indicator "Start/Pause" flashes to
remind you to drain the water.

The door lock indicator "=Q" is on. The
door stays locked.

@ You must drain the water to open
the door.

To drain the water:

1. Press the "Start/Pause D|[I' touchpad.
The appliance drains the water and
spins with the maximum spin speed for
selected programme.
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Alternatively, before pressing the
"Start/Pause" touchpad, you can press
the "Spin ( (© )" touchpad to change
the spin speed. You can select "No
Spin ( & )", if you want the machine
to only drain the water.

2. When the programme is completed
and the door lock indicator "=Q" goes
off, you can open the door.

3. Turn the programme selector knob to
the position "Off" to deactivate the
appliance.

@ After approximately 18 hours, if you
do not press Start/Pause touchpad,
the appliance will drain and spin
automatically.

10. WASHING HINTS

10.1 Sorting The Laundry

Follow the wash code symbols on each
garment label and the manufacturer’s
washing instructions. Sort the laundry
as follows: whites, coloureds, synthetics,
delicates, woollens.

10.2 Before Loading The Laundry

Make sure that
no metal objects
are left in the
laundry (e.g.
coin, hair clips,
safety pins).

Button up
pillowcases, close
zip fasteners,
hooks and
poppers. Tie any
belts or long
tapes.
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9.11 AUTO Off Mode

5 minutes after the washing programme
ends, if you do not deactivate the
machine, the energy saving function
activates.

The energy saving function decreases the
energy consumption when the machine is
in the stand by mode.

All indicators and the display will
switch off.

The indicator of the touchpad Start/
Pause will flash slowly.

Press one of the touchpads to
deactivate the energy saving status.

Wash bras, pantyhose
and other delicates in
a mesh laundry bag,
which you can
purchase from your
supermarket.

Make sure that you
wash lint collectors separately from lint
producers.

Never wash whites and coloured
fabrics together. Whites may lose their
"whiteness" in the wash. New coloured
items may run in the first wash; they
should therefore be washed separately
the first time.

Remove persistent stains before
washing.

Rub particularly soiled areas with a
special detergent or detergent paste.
Treat curtains with special care.
Remove hooks or tie them up in a bag
or a net.




10.3 Maximum Loads

Recommended loads are indicated in the
section programme chart.

General rules:

Clothes Quantity

Load

Cotton, drum full but not too tightly
linen packed;

Synthetics drum no more than half full;
Delicate drum no more than one
fabrics and third full.

woollens

Washing a maximum load makes the
most efficient use of water and energy.
For heavily soiled laundry, reduce the
load size.

10.4 Removing Stains

Stubborn stains may not be removed by
just water and detergent. It is therefore
advisable to treat them prior to washing.

Blood: treat fresh stains with cold water.
For dried stains, soak overnight in water
with a special detergent then rub in the
soap and water.

Oil based paint: moisten with benzine
stain remover, lay the garment on a soft
cloth and dab the stain; treat several
times.

Dried grease stains: moisten with turpen-
tine, lay the garment on a soft surface
and dab the stain with the fingertips and
a cotton cloth.

Rust: oxalic acid dissolved in hot water
or a rust removing product used in cold
water. Be careful with rust stains which
are not recent since the cellulose struc-
ture will already have been damaged
and the fabric tends to hole.

Mould stains: treat with bleach, rinse well
(whites and fast coloureds only). Grass:
soap lightly and treat with bleach (whites
and fast coloureds only).

Ball point pen and glue: moisten with

acetone (*), lay the garment on a soft
cloth and dab the stain.

Lipstick: moisten with acetone (*) as
above, then treat stains with methylated
spirits. Remove any residual marks from
white fabrics with bleach.

Red wine: soak in water and detergent,
rinse and treat with acetic or citric acid,
then rinse. Treat any residual marks with
bleach.

Ink: depending on the type of ink, mois-
ten the fabric first with acetone (*), then
with acetic acid; treat any residual marks
on white fabrics with bleach and then
rinse thoroughly.

Tar stains: first treat with stain remover,
methylated spirits or benzine, then rub
with detergent paste.

(*) do not use acetone on artificial silk.

10.5 Detergents Type And Quantity
Of Detergent

Low suds detergent is required for this
machine to prevent over suds problems,
unsatisfactory washing result and harm to
the machine.

Low suds detergents designed for front
load washing machines are labelled
"Front Loading", "High Efficiency", "HE",
such as Cold Power for Front Loaders or
"Matic".

Do not use wrong types of detergent,
such as Top Loading, Hand wash deter-
gent or Soap-Based products in your
front load washing machine. This can
result in excessive suds, longer cycle
time, low spin speeds, poor rinsing and
overloading of the motor.

Quantity of detergent to be used

The choice of detergent and use of cor-
rect quantities not only affects your wash
performance, but also helps to avoid
waste and protect the environment.

Although biodegradable detergents con-
tain substances which in large quantities
can upset the delicate balance of nature.

The choice and quantity of detergent will
depend on;

type of fabric (delicates, woollens,
cottons, etc.);

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12. CARE AND CLEANING

/N WARNING!

You must DISCONNECT the appliance
from the electricity supply, before

you can carry out any cleaning or
maintenance work.

12.1 External Cleaning

Clean the appliance only with soap and
warm water. Fully dry all the surfaces.
Do not use a scouring pads or any
scratching material.

Do not spray stain remover on garments
near the appliance as it is corrosive to
the plastic parts.

/AN CAUTION!

Do not use alcohol, solvents or
chemical products.

Do not clean the metal surfaces with
chlorine-based detergent.

12.2 Descaling

The water we use normally contains lime.

It is a good idea to periodically use a
water softening powder in the machine.

Do this separately from any laundry
washing, and according to the softening
powder manufacturer's instructions.

This will help to prevent the formation of
lime deposits.

12.3 After Each Wash

Leave the door open for a while. This
helps to prevent mould and stagnant
smells forming inside the appliance.
Keeping the door open after a wash will
also help to preserve the door seal.

12.4 Maintenance Wash

With the use of low temperature washes
it is possible to get a build up of residues
inside the drum.

We recommend that a maintenance wash
be performed on a regular basis.

To run a maintenance wash:
The drum should be empty of laundry.
Select the Cottons programme.

Press Start/Pause to start the
programme.

12.5 Cleaning The Dispenser Drawer

@ The Figures that take place in this
manual are schematic and may not
correspond exactly with your product.

If the subject parts are not included in
the product you have purchased, then it
is valid for other models.

The washing powder and additive
dispenser drawer should be cleaned
regularly.

Remove the drawer by pressing the catch
downwards and by pulling it out.
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To aid cleaning, the top part of the
additive compartment should be
removed.

Flush it out under a tap to remove any
traces of accumulated powder.

12.6 Cleaning The Drawer Recess

Having removed the drawer, use a small
brush to clean the recess, ensuring that
all washing powder residue is removed
from the upper and lower part of the
recess. Replace the drawer and run the
rinse programme without any clothes in
the drum.
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12.7 Cleaning The Water Inlet Filter

If your water is very hard or contains
traces of lime deposit, the water inlet
filter may become clogged. It is therefore
a good idea to clean it from time to time.

To clean the water inlet filters:
1. Close the water tap.

2. Remove the inlet hose behind the
appliance.

3. Clean the filter in the valve with a stiff
brush or a towel.

4. Install the inlet hose again. Make sure
that the couplings are tight to prevent
leakages.

5. Open the water tap.



12.8 Frost Precautions

If the appliance is installed in an area
where the temperature can be less than
0 °C, remove the remaining water from
the inlet hose and the drain pump.
Emergency Drain

1. Disconnect the main plug from the
main socket. Turn off the water tap.

2. Remove the water inlet hose.

3. Remove the drain hose from the rear
support and unhook it from sink or

spigot.

4. Put the end of the drain and inlet hose
in a container. Let the water flow out
of the hoses.

5. When no more water flows, install the
inlet hose and the drain hose again.

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13.2 Emergency Door Opening

In case of power failure or appliance
failure, the appliance door remains
locked. The wash programme continues
when power is restored. If the door
remains locked in case of failure, it is
possible to open it using the emergency
unlock feature.

Before opening the door:

Make sure that the water temperature
and the laundry are not hot. Wait until
they cool down if necessary.

Make sure that the water level inside
the drum is not too high. If necessary,
perform an Emergency Drain.

Make sure that the drum is not rotating.
Wait until the drum stops rotating if
necessary.

To open the door proceed as follows:

1. Turn the program selector knob to
"Off" to switch off machine.

2. Disconnect the mains plug from the
mains socket.

3. Open the unlock trigger cap, as
picture below.

4. Using a suitable tool to pulling the
emergency unlock strap (red strap)
downward twice (you will hear "click"
sound) and hold it, at the same time
pull the door handle to open the door.
